MASTER. MUSICIANS FESTIVAL: JULY 16 & 17, 2010

Master Musicians Festival (MMF) invites juried members of the Sheltowee Artisans to exhibit at their 17t annual music
festival for 2010. If you are interested in exhibiting this year, please fill out the application below and send it to the address
above by the JUNE 1 POSTMARK DEADLINE. You will be contacted with information on the event, via email, by July 1.
There are no refunds of booth fees. Artists are expected to be present for the Festival Arts hours below. The Sheltowee
Artisans will be grouped together. (MMF also has a few artisan guests who are not grouped with the Sheltowee Artisans.)
Parking after set-up will be outside Festival Field in general parking.

MMF LOCATION: The 2010 MMF is held at Festival Field, a field next to Somerset Community College, in Somerset, KY.
From Highway 27, turn onto University Drive at light #16; pass The Center for Rural Development; drive straight through
the 4 way stop to the field and parking area.

FESTIVAL ARTS AREA FOR SHELTOWEE ARTISANS: This area is in the top field by the food vendors, with electricity.
The Sheltowee Artisans will line up and group together on the WEST side nearest the food vendors. Early artists will have
first choice as to exhibit space. Many artisans have successfully had art booths at this location before and some are able
to see and hear the music on stage from their booths. Two passes to enter MMF come with your booth fee and will be
given upon set up. Cost with electricity is $50 per booth.

The projected maximum number of artists is 50. Applications are accepted now until the Art Fair is full.

ART FAIR LOCATION AND DATES: The Center for Rural Development, Hwy 27, Somerset, KY, 2.3 miles south of the
27/80 intersection at traffic light # 15.

Extension cords,
lights, a backdrop with signage or tent frame with sides, floor covering, and a dolly are strongly advised. Indoor, single
booths will cost Sheltowee members $75 if paid by June 1, $85 if postmarked after June 1. The fee for invited juried
guests is $150. Demonstrator booths will be available on a limited basis. Artists are responsible for all sales tax. The Art
Fair opening on Friday evening includes free food for artists and patrons. (There is very limited food available other
days.) All applications for this event must be received no later than August 1, 2010.

SHELTOWEE ART FAIR STANDARDS: All work must be designed and created by the artist submitting the application.
No buy/sell distribution; no work from kits; no manufactured items; no imported work; no work from commercial molds will
be allowed.

KENTUCKY AFPFPALACHIAN CRAFTS TOUR: DECEMBER 4-5, 2010

Sheltowee Art Studio Tours have been an annual event in past years. In 2010, the Sheltowee Art Studio Tour will be in
conjunction with the Kentucky Appalachian Crafts Tour, to be held December 4-5, 2010. This event will include artists
from all over southern and eastern Kentucky. As a Sheltowee Artisan, you may wish to extend the sales season with an
open house at your studio/home/shop site.

FEES: Fees for the Kentucky Appalachian Crafts Tour will be applied to the costs of publicity and maps for the event: A
studio site fee is $25 if paid by June 1, $35 if postmarked after June 1. Additional artist listings at the same
location are $10 each. All applications for this event must be received no later than August 1, 2010.
